Summary

Zhu Jian’er was a famous Chinese composer, author of ten symphonies. The composer’s main
dream was to create a national symphony by modern means of composition. The symphonies were
composed in his adulthood from 1985 to 1999. The theme of all of the composer’s symphonies is
a reflection on human destinies, his exploration of culture, freedom and truth, and his reflection
on people through the “Cultural Revolution Complex”. Each symphony is unique in its orchestral
composition. The timbral means are aimed at creating a national sound.
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
