Einlage to the Parody Nagerl und Handschuh by J. N. Nestroy as a Textual,
Source and Historical Enigma

Summary

The purpose of this article is to try to answer source and textual questions related to the presence
of an appendix in the composer A. Miiller’s manuscript to J. N. Nestroy’s opera parody Nagerl
und Handschuh. In particular, the purpose of this appendix in the context of the parody, the time
frame of its creation, and the problem of authorship are of interest.

Based on a comparative analysis of the manuscript of the Appendix with the composer’s original
score and the text of the libretto, the following assumptions can be made.

The Appendix was written in 1854, that is, 32 years after the first performance of the parody. To
all appearances, it was intended to modify and expand the musical component of the performance
staged as part of a benefit for the Austrian actor W. Scholz in 1854. The author of the Appendix
could well have been the Austrian composer Carl Binder, who most likely borrowed musical
material from the scores of his predecessor, Adolf Miiller.
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
