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From the History of the Religious Holiday of Mawlid and Its Musical
and Poetic Traditions in Medieval Granada

Summary

The history of the musical and poetic tradition of the Mawlid holiday in the Emirate of Granada
is analyzed through the two examples. First one is the qasida mawlidiyya, which were developed
in the court environment. Second one is the Sufi zajals of Shushtari, which spread widely first
in Granada, and later in the Maghreb countries thanks to the Sufi fraternities that organized
the Mawlid holidays. The author concludes that if the court branch of this tradition has been
preserved mainly in written sources, then the Sufi branch has survived to the present day in the
Maghreb countries, since it was associated with the folk language, popular poetry and Andalusian
music.
