Ornamentation in French educational and methodological treatises
for the Neapolitan mandolin of the 18" century

Summary

The article examines the most significant methodological works of outstanding mandolinists
and teachers of the mid-18" century: Giovanni Fucetti, Giovanni Battista Gervasio, Gabriele
Leone, Pietro Denis, Michel Corret. The focus is on the issues of execution of ornamentation, which
affect all the designated authors of the treatises. An analysis and comparison of the methodological
recommendations of each musician was carried out in order to identify the general principles
of performing tremolos, cadence trills, grace notes and other types of ornamentation. It seems
that this information will help modern mandolinists in matters of performance and interpretation
of the 18" century repertoire.
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
