Images of Chinese Poetry in the Vocal Cycle “Water-Colors” of J. A. Carpenter

Summary

The article is devoted to the study of images of Chinese poetry in American composer
J. A. Carpenter’s vocal cycle “Water-Colors” in the context of the style and performance features
of'his chamber vocal pieces. The influence of C. Debussy and 1. Stravinsky on Carpenter’s creation
in the field of rhythm, timbre color and harmony in the Art Nouveau style is emphasized in
the article.
